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KYUNG HEE UNIVERSITY
AT A GLANCE

Kyung Hee University was founded in 1949 around the moral intention of “creating a civilized world.” Since its establishment,
Kyung Hee has followed a tradition of combining academic and practical achievement, the pursuit of universal values, and
harmony. In 1965, the International Association of University Presidents(IAUP) was established, and its subsequent activities
include contributions to the UN International Day of Peace in 1981. In 1993, UNESCO recognized the efforts of Kyung Hee
University on the international stage with its Peace Education award.

Three campuses of Kyung Hee(Seoul, Global and Gwangneung) are part of a comprehensive and future-oriented academic
system that serves 34,542 undergraduate students, including 3,221 international students, and employs 1,361 full-time
professors in 23 colleges and 84 departments. The university has a cooperative relationship with 586 sister schools in
82 countries around the world. The university also has an active exchange program, including the Global Collaborative
Summer Program, as a part of its international educational offerings.

: Kyung Hee University succeeded in launching miniature satellites into space

Kyung Hee University has succeeded as the nation’s first university to engage in space exploration with the launch of the
miniaturized CINEMA satellites in 2012 and 2013. Also, KHU has been developing space meteorological tower system
affiliated with American Institute of Aeronautics and Astronautice(AIAA), European Space Agency(ESA) and domestic related
industry since 2014 which led to succeed in launching Chollian satellite 2A in December, 2018.

KHU’s Humanitas college which was built in 2011 to cultivate exceptional individuals, responsible citizens, and creating a
mature college community, was selected by Forbes Magazine as one of the top 10 Asian liberal arts colleges.

: Adiverse and respected medical, pharmaceutical, and dental program

Kyung Hee university has six medical departments, covering different aspects of medical science, Korean traditional
medicine, dentistry, pharmaceuticals and nursing science. The different schools all provide students with intensive clinical
training and a well-developed infrastructure for advanced research and study.

: Campus development project “Space 21” to be completed in 2018

There are new buildings for the College of Korean Medicine and Nursing Science, and a new dormitory to accommodate
nearly 1,000 students at Seoul Campus. Global Campus in Suwon has completed a sports complex “Seonseungkwan”.
Undertaking ‘Space21’ step 2 project will improve campus infrastructure through the development of new buildings and
support structures. This includes renovation on the old buildings and ‘no-car campus project’, which will separate moving
lines of the pedestrians and the cars into surface and underground.
