# Important Notes for Eligibility Requirements

1. Applicant and his/her parents are considered foreigners only when both the applicant and his/her parents have obtained a
foreign nationality before the applicant started the educational process corresponding to the high school course in Korea.

2. Korean citizens with dual citizenship at the time of application are not considered foreign students.

3. Applicants and their parents of Korean origin must submit documents to prove their loss of Korean nationality even if they hold

foreign nationality and have never lived in Korea. (loss or renunciation of nationality has to be proven in the documents with
dates and other details. For example: family relation certificate, family census register and loss/renunciation of nationality, etc.)

4. Taiwanese applicants with only one parent of Korean nationality are recognized as international students only up to the
admission of September, 2018. From the admission of March, 2019, both parents of Taiwanese applicants must have foreign
nationalities.

6. Sogang University accepts only curriculums of foreign schools legally approved by the country to which they belong.

7. A student who is a child of a single parent household or a student whose family relations cannot be proven must submit (a)

supporting document(s) to prove that the student and one of the parents are foreign nationals. Without the document(s), the
student will not be considered a foreign national.

* If mandatory credit and grade are not stated due to school regulations, following standards will be applied.
(1) Standard for students transferring as sophomores (2nd year transfer): Students who acquired more than quarter (1/4) of the
required credits for bachelor’s degree (in their 4 year regular college).
